Medical Center to purchase the
Patient Documentation module
that gives nurses, techs and clerks
access to the same leading edge
technology to manage treatment,
reduce communication break-
downs and improve patient safety.
“Expanding the EDIM system to
nurses is beneficial because it uses
the full force of computer tech-
nology to increase efficiency,
improve throughput times and
prevent medical errors,” notes

State-of-the-Art Nursing Documentation System

EDIM is a real-time point of
service electronic tracking and
charting system developed 
specifically for use in hospital
Emergency Departments.
Clara Maass Medical Center 
was selected as Saint Barnabas
Health Care System’s beta test
site for EDIM’s new Patient
Documentation module and the
system went “live” in June 2004.

Over the past five years, Clara
Maass’ Emergency Department
volume has more than doubled
from 25,000 to 52,000 visits,
driven by the changing healthcare
environment and the hospital’s
excellent reputation.With
increased volume, the need for
managing patients quickly and
safely through the Emergency
Department is an ongoing chal-
lenge. The EDIM system allows
staff to retrieve all pertinent
patient information at a glance of
a computer screen, including the
time each patient has been in the
Emergency Department, how
many patients are being treated,

and the seriousness of each per-
son’s condition. Using EDIM
workstations, staff can track
patient flow, look up prior visit
information, document care,
review lab reports, write prescrip-
tions and provide aftercare and
discharge instructions. The system
also interfaces with other systems
throughout the hospital, allowing
real-time communication with 
the laboratory, pharmacy and
radiology departments, among
others.

“We’re very excited about this
new nursing documentation 
system,” says Karen Palatella,
R.N., Nurse Manager of the
Emergency Department at 
Clara Maass. “With the use 
of rolling computers, nurses 
can now remain with their
patients and complete their 
documentation at the bedside.
The time saved with the help 
of the EDIM System means that
turnaround time will be quicker
for most patients.”

ing physicians, nurses and other
health care professionals who
deliver care,” noted Ronald J. Del
Mauro, President and Chief
Executive Officer of the Saint
Barnabas Health Care System
during the dedication ceremony.

Mr. Del Mauro paid special 
tribute to the Fannie E. Rippel
Foundation, whose generous grant
of $200,000 helped to make the
renovation project possible.
Saying that the Rippel family and
the Fannie E. Rippel Foundation
were “clearly responsible in great
measure for the very existence of
Clara Maass Medical Center in

Last year, more than 550
patients received a total of 10,000
radiation treatments at The
Cancer Center and the number of
seed implantations performed for
prostate cancer increased by 30
percent. Clara Maass is one of
the few hospitals in New Jersey to
offer a treatment planning system
with Intensity Modulated
Radiotherapy (IMRT) capability.
IMRT improves radiation treat-
ment by making the direction of
the beam so precise that the
tumor receives maximum doses of
radiation while sparing surround-
ing normal tissue.

While hospitalized after under-
going brain and spinal surgery for
chiari malformation, a condition
which causes a growth at the base
of the brain and can ultimately
lead to numbness and paralysis in
the extremities, Stephen, then
seven, made an astute observation
that has stayed with him since.
While his room was filled with
visitors, gifts and balloons, there
were other children on the pedi-
atric ward of the hospital who
were not as fortunate.

“He was very affected by this,”
recalls his mother, Martha Toledo,
“showing a real sensitivity to
those who were unlucky.”  Though
he did not verbalize his intentions
at the time, upon returning home
he took action. Finding a penny
one day walking home from
school, he decided he wanted to
collect coins to help those less
fortunate. A zip-lock bag to col-
lect coins and a sign saying
“money for the poor” was all he
needed to get started.

Thus began the seeds of the
Stephen Toledo Pediatric Fund at
Clara Maass Medical Center, now
topping over $5,000 and still
